The 2012 Black Country Junior Academy Centre (BCJAC) will be run in the month of January and February 2012 and will consist of 4 day sessions each lasting 4.5hours.  2 hours morning session, half hour break, lunch 2 hour afternoon session.
Each age group will have their own two coaches and these will be responsible for delivering the 4 hours sessions. The BCJAC Contracted Coaches (BCJACCs) will be responsible for the Lunchtime sessions and also making sure that the correct principles are being coached to the players.

The syllabus is supplied by the BCJACC’s and will be given to all of the coaches on the induction day.  The coaches will deliver the correct Core Skills to the players and develop the individual and not as a team.

There will be a path way that the players & Coaches take this is called the Single system and is aimed at progressing talent in hockey from grassroots to elite level. Please see below

District to County (JDC to Junior Academy Centre)

County to Region (JAC to Junior Regional Performance Centres) 
Region to National (JRPC to High Performance Centre / Futures Cup)
National to International (HIPAC / FC to National Age Group Squads)
At every stage players are being assessed and feedback is given and JDC is the start of the assessment and progression.
All of the BCJAC coaching is delivered by coaches from clubs within the Black Country. Coaching at JDC level leads to BCJAC level and so on through the single system just as the players progress so do the coaches but it all starts at our JDC’s.

The Black Country Hockey Development Group (BCHDG) will invite all the clubs and schools within the Black Country.  

The BCJAC will aim to continue the work done at the Sandwell JDC, Alderseley JDC and Dudley JDC held in 2011 continuing to provide and support children within the Black Country. It will provide coaching using Core skills to allow them to compete at higher levels and allow a smooth transfer to the next stage of the Single system which will be the JRPC later in 2012. 
The Venues will be Sandwell Academy and George Salter Collegiate Academy Pitches in West Bromwich. Details of the trials at each venue will be announced prior to the trial weekend.

All 4 Sundays, including Trials week, will be based on the following time table.
9.30am Registration (membership registration + trials fee £5 (week 1), attendance and fee payment (£35) week 2, attendance register week 3 and 4)
10am till 12pm Warm up and Morning Session
12pm till 12.30pm lunch (please bring along packed lunch)
12.30pm till 2.30pm Afternoon session and warm down
At Lunch times we will inform players of how they can lead a healthier lifestyle and how this can affect their performance on the hockey pitch as well as overall life style. 

Please ensure that children are suitably dressed, have shin pads and mouth guards, and are dropped off and picked up on time. Please ensure that your children have their fees and your details for registration are at hand, this is very important for us to register your children with England Hockey. 
This season the BCJAC will be charging a fee payable by all parents to cover the full 4 week course. All children will be charged £5 at trials week 1. Then a selection of the children present at Trials will take place by the coaches. Children will be assessed on ability, etc.

This is charged due to the BCHDG’s need to pay for the pitches and coaches. 

The fee will be payable, in full, at week 2 at Registration.
There will be no refunds for any children who can not attend all sessions as the pitches and coaches have to be paid in full for all sessions. 
The age groups this year will initially be as follows (but dependant on children who attend, if we have enough boys/girls attend trials week we shall create further age groups)
· Groups: Boys U17, U16, U14 
· Groups: Girls U16 and U14.
